In
addition, the 2A EMI class wrote, rehearsed, and performed a one-act
play with their English teacher and the Drama Club teacher-in-charge.

As part of our 60™ Anniversary celebrations, the school held open days
for students’ friends and families, alumni, and the public to learn about
our school and participate in various games, activities, workshops, and
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seminars. English teachers and student helpers crated games and
interactive exhibits for the English Department room. Suggestions: Use
the example of the English exhibit to maintain an English Self-Access
Center for students to read, research, study, watch movies, and chat with
teachers and each other.

3.5 Extensive Reading Scheme

In collaboration with the school library, students, especially junior form
students, were encouraged to visit the library and check out English
books for reading for pleasure. Reading records were distributed for
students to note the books they read. English classes visited the library
during lesson time to learn about the library organisational system.
Students wrote reports on their books and presented them during English
Airtime. The ERS was introduced mid-year and will benefit from
expansion and more time next year. Suggestions: Continue and expand
ERS next year to encourage more students to read for their own pleasure
and benefit. Focus on improving library attendance and reading early in
the school year. Devote lesson time to free-reading to foster reading
habits. Seek diverse student response and assessment activities.

As our school increases its EMI classes, a curriculum that integrates
English and other subjects, including liberal studies, science, music, and
arts, will increase students’ learning efficacy and reinforce their English
abilities in functional uses and real-life situations.

S1 and S2 students examined poems, plays, short stories, novels, and
films. Teachers designed classroom activities and response assignments
to help students think about what they read, analyze literary elements,
and take note of various language items related to the standard
curriculum. Students responded with enthusiasm and creativity. The
programme will benefit from expansion and greater formalisation in
planning and materials in the coming school year. Suggestions: Continue
and expand use of literary sources; formalise in teaching schedules.

In collaboration with other panels, the English Department offered
several extra-curricular trips in 2013-14, including a Stage Effects
Workshop (S2 students, 3 Dec, 2013), attendance of a drama
performance of Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland (S5 students, 5™ Dec.
2013), and a trip to see an exhibition based around Caravaggio’s Supper
at Emmaus at the Asia Society Hong Kong (S2 students and senior form
Visual Arts students, 1% Apr. 2014). We also offered an opportunity to
join a summer study tour to England, and though a number of students
expressed interest the final roster was not enough to satisfy the tour
requirements. We have applied for several more field trips in the
2014-15 school year. Suggestions: Continue and expand field trips next
year; seek out an increase the number of trips offered; seek out an
implement a summer international tour programme.
